ImPACT Testing

The SMAA is offering the ImPACT concussion evaluation to all students at St. 
MaryÕs. 
# 
ImPACT stands for ÒImmediate Post-Concussion Assessment & Cognitive 
TestingÓ and is the most widely-used, most scientifically-validated computerized 
concussion evaluation system.  It is a 20-minute test that provides reliable 
measurements that can be used as a baseline should your child experience a 
head injury in the future.   
  
Testing is free and will be conducted in the schoolÕs computer lab.  Registered 
nurses Ð St. MaryÕs parents who have volunteered their time Ð will be on-site to 
help with test administration.  To schedule an appointment, please contact Kathy 
Iurlano at kaiurlano@yahoo.com.   Additionally, the permission forms and 
preliminary information to be completed can be obtained by contacting Kathy 
Iurlano. 
 
Please note that testing is not appropriate for children under the age of 10-years-
old.
